The 
pump ran for 6 days in total over two weeks, (from the 18 August until 29 August) 
early soundings suggest that the dredge has been reasonably successful, however it 
will take until next week and things have settled down before we can get an accurate 
picture. 
 
Some more good news to close with, we have finally had some money allocated to 
carry out the extension for the harbour office. Work should be well underway, if not 
completed, come the start of next year’s summer season.
